Important tips when using an anal 
douche

Never use oils, soap or other chemicals 
in your anal shower; this can irritate the 
inside of your rectum.
Don’t overdo it. Rinsing too often can 
upset your intestinal flora.
Always clean the anal shower thoroughly 
after use to prevent bacterial build-up.

How to use an anal douche?

1.Fill the shower: Use lukewarm water 
to fill the anal shower. Make sure the 
water is neither too hot nor too cold to 
avoid discomfort or injury.
2.Bring into position: Sit in a 
comfortable position, such as squatting 
or with one leg drawn up. Gently insert 
the tip of the anal douche into the 
rectum.
3.Push the water in: Gently squeeze 
the bulb or press the pump to let the 
water flow into the rectum.
4.Wait a moment: Hold the water for a 
few minutes and then go to the toilet to 
let it out.
5.Repeat if necessary: You can repeat 
this process until the rinsed out water is 
clear.
